CHRISTIAN ASSOCIATION OF BUSINESS EXECUTIVES
(UNIAPAC - UNITED KINGDOM)

CONSTITUTION

The name of the Association shall be “The Christian Association of Business
Executives (Uniapac — United Kingdom)” hereinafter called “the Association™.

The Association is established :-

To promote the study and application of Christian moral principles in the
management and conduct of industry and business generally and primarily (but
not so as to exclude other countries) in the United Kingdom, to promote
Christian moral principles generally and to assist any charitable body
financially or otherwise.

In the furtherance of the above objects, but not further or otherwise, the
Association may :-

(i) Make and carry out any arrangement for joint working or co-operation
with any other association or body (including any international
association or body) whether incorporated or not carrying on work
similar to any of the Objects of the Association; and make such
payments as the Association considers reasonable in return for
assistance received in any form from such other association or body
relevant to any of the Objects of the Association.

(ii) Obtain, collect and receive money and funds by way of contributions,
donations, membership fees, affiliation fees, subscriptions, legacies,
grants or any other legal method, and accept and receive gifts of
property of any description (whether subject to any special Trust or
not).

(iii)  Procure and provide information.

(iv)  Procure to be written and print, publish, issue and circulate gratuitously
or otherwise any reports or periodicals, books, pamphlets, leaflets or
other documents.
